Pre-Professional Ballet Classes 

Pre-professional classes provide the highest level of training for students.  Baltimore Ballet classes are based on the Russian Vaganova style.  The 

first levels emphasizes proper placement, posture, turnout, strengthening the feet, balance, and flexibility.  As students develop and progress into 

higher levels, the technical difficulty of the exercises increases to include center adagio, petit allegro, turns, and grand allegro.  Students may begin 

pointe work with the permission of the Artistic Director during Level 3.  At the highest level, students combine all of the technical aspects with 

artistry to be a more complete dancer.  Ballet students may complement their training with jazz and modern classes.

Suggested Combinations 

The schedule allows students to easily add jazz, modern, or hip hop classes to their ballet classes, or to consolidate jazz and modern together in one 

afternoon. 

 

For Level 1 Ballet students:  Ballet Level 1 (Tues. 5:00)+ Jazz 1 (Tues. 6:00.) 

For Level 2 Ballet students:  Level 2 (either Mon. or Sat) + Wed. Level 2 (4:30) + Jazz 2 (Wed. 5:30) 

For Level 2 or Level 3 Ballet students:  Add Jazz 1 + Lyrical (Tues. 5:00 ς 7:00)  

For Level 3 Ballet students:  Level 3 Mon., Wed., Thurs.+ pointe (4:30 ς 6:30)+ Hip Hop (7:00 ς 8:00) 

For Level 4 Ballet students:  Level 4 four days weekly + Modern 2 (Thurs. 4:30) and/or Hip Hop (Thurs. 7:00)  

For Level 5 Ballet students:  Level 5 four-five days weekly + Jazz 3  (Thurs. 5:30)  

 

 

Policies 

 Missed Lessons:  Students may take make-ups for missed lessons at their level or a lower level class.  Students may not use a higher level 
class as a make-up.  Make-ups must be taken within a 3 month period, and cannot be rolled over to future sessions. 

 Performance Participation:  Only students in good standing will be allowed to participate in performances.  Students in good standing are 
those who attend class regularly, arrive on time, and who have no outstanding balances.  Students who have not paid the second tuition 
installment due by December 1

st
 will not be allowed to participate in The Nutcracker.  

 Etiquette:  No smoking, gum, outside food or drink allowed in the waiting room, dressing room, or in the studios.  Please clean up after 
your children in the waiting room so that the facilities are clean and enjoyable for others.   

 Arrival/Pick-up:  Please bring your child early, and pick them up promptly after class or rehearsal. 
 Late Registrations:  If there is space in a class, students may enroll after September.  Children who enroll in February or later may take 

class, but may not participate in the Spring Recital. 
 Early withdrawal:  No refunds will be given for early withdrawal.  Students who enroll for classes in September and withdraw at the end 

of November must pay a $50 withdrawal fee.  The reason for this fee is that we limit the enrollment of each class, and often turn people 
away in September when classes are full.  If you only intend to register for the first three months, you must alert us, and be aware of the 
$50 fee.

 Advancement:  The Ballet Season is similar to the School Year.  Students enroll in a level in September and remain there through May.  At 
the end of the year, parents will be notified about advancement to the next level. 

 Changing your schedule:  If you would like to switch days, you must consult with the School Director to see if this is possible, and to 
ensure accurate rosters for the classes.  Failure to do so may result in the wrong costume being ordered, or your child being in the wrong 
class.

Tuition 

Tuition is based upon how many hours a week you study, and installments are made 3 times during the year:  Sep.1, Dec. 1, and Mar. 1. 

For example, if you are taking 1 hour weekly, you will pay $168 (plus Registration Fee) by Sep. 1, $168 by Dec. 1, and $168 by Mar. 1.
